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PRESCHOOL PROGRAM

Purpose:

The preschool program allows children to enjoy a variety of experiences in a flexible and loving Christian
environment, which will help provide a strong foundation for future learning. These experiences will include creative
arts, music, motor-skill activities and story time. We also focus on science, math, computer skills and reading
readiness. We also offer Spanish, Computers and Chapel in the preschool program.

The PUMP Transitional Kindergarten class is designed to fill the needs of children who have completed a Four-
Year-Old preschool program but need the extra gift of time for maturation and/or further skill development before
entering kindergarten.
